Huashan is famous for its precipice, located in Hayin city, Shaanxi 
province. It is one of the noted Five Mountains in China, and once called 
the West Mountain in ancient times. There are five peaks of Mount Hua. 
From a distance, these five peaks look like a lotus flower among the 
mountains,hence the name of Mount Hua.

The walls of Badaling (A part of the great wall)
The Great Wall is considered as one of the Seven Wonders of the World . 
And also it is the only man-made construction which can be seen from 
space.

The Forbidden City (Imperial Palace)  
The largest and most complete imperial palace and ancient building 
complex in China, and the world at large. 
It was designated by the State Council as one of China's foremost 
protected monuments in 1961, and then listed by UNESCO as one of 
World Cultural Heritage in 1987. 
Twenty-four emperors from the Ming and Qing (1644-1911) dynasties 
lived and ruled China there.

Tian'anmen Square 
Tian'anmen Square is one of the largest city squares in the world. 
Tian'anmen was built in 1417 and was the entrance gate to the Forbidden 
City. Now the square stretches 880 meters from north to south and 500 
meters from east to west. The total area is 440,000 square meters.

The Terra-cotta Warriors and Horses are arrayed in an oblong battle 
formation of the Qin Dynasty, facing east, they look healthy ,strong 
and have different facial expressions, showing Emperor 
Qingshihuang's strong determination of wiping out the other six states 
and unifying the whole country. It is the most magnificent 
archaeological discovery this century. It is also a reflection of Chinese 
people's wisdom and artful skill two thousand years ago. Thousands 
of real weapons were unearthed from these terra-cotta army pits. 
These weapons were exquisitely made. Some of them are still very 
sharp since their surface were treated with chromium.
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
